SESSION HIGHLIGHTS

GENERAL OVERVIEW OF THE SCHOOL PORTFOLIO
Learn about the school/district portfolio and how
its ongoing system of evaluation and monitoring
will assist you in decision making and continuous
improvement.

GENERAL OVERVIEW OF DATA ANALYSIS

A major piece of the portfolio is data analysis.
Data-driven decision making can lead schools/
districts to understand what needs to change in
order to get different results. Learn what data
make the difference.

ADMINISTERING AND ANALYZING QUESTIONNAIRES
A major component of the data profile and
portfolio process is getting feedback about the
school/district climate through student, staff,
administrator, and parent questionnaires. This
session will give participants the tools and
instruction they need to set up questionnaires
online and to analyze and use the results.

OVERVIEW OF THE INSTITUTE CD RESOURCES
Learn about the resources and tools we have
to assist with the creation of your data profiles
and portfolios.

SOLVE A PROBLEM USING DATA

This activity is a fun way to get all staff involved
in working through a problem using data instead
of jumping directly to solutions. This is a
collaborative way to get to contributing causes,
which will also support the data analyses you
are completing throughout the week.

CREATE A DATA CULTURE, INSTITUTIONALIZE DATA ANALYSIS
How does a school or school district create a culture
of data use? How can we make data analysis the
focus of how we do business in schools and districts?

PROCESS MEASUREMENT

If we want different results, we have to change

the processes that create the results. School processes
include curriculum, instructional strategies,
assessment, and programs. This session will focus

on understanding how to measure school processes.

CLOSE THE ACHIEVEMENT GAP

This session focuses on how to close the achievement
gaps of students with disabilities, those who do not
speak English as a first language, and those with
backgrounds different from teaching staffs.

WHAT DISTRICTS CAN DO TO SUPPORT CONTINUOUS
IMPROVEMENT IN SCHOOLS

Let’s talk about what districts can do, or need to
do, to support continuous improvement in schools.
District representatives will learn how to support
their schools” continuous improvement efforts.
School representatives can learn what information
to take back to their district to help support

their efforts.

CREATE PLANS FOR TAKING THE WORK HOME

This session will focus on preparing a plan to take
the information of this week back home to be used.
During this session, we will also provide time for you
to prepare your presentation for the larger group.

NOTE: You will be contacted prior to the Institute to clarify your readiness,
discuss your specific goals, and assist you in making preparations to attend.
